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Mr. Mejia’s College Cubs is a program that works with the students and parents who have an interest in college by providing a first-class service by guiding them through the entire matriculation process.  Personal monitoring throughout the semester to make sure the student is successful.  This program allows the students to earn high school and college credit. 
This program creates multiple opportunities for the students. It allows them to take more rigorous courses which makes them more appealing when applying to competitive college programs. It also gives them an introduction to college life. Many students are the first ones in their families to attend college so this program helps support and navigate the student in the proper direction.  It also builds their confidence that they can complete college level work. Depending on the class, 1 college semester class is equivalent to 1 year of a high school class.
               Time commitment per student is about 12 hours a week, 3 hours of class time and 9 hours of study time. Depending on the semester and the class, classes can take 6-16 weeks. 
Cost is $400 per student per semester. Time spent will be 10 hours per semester per student. 
The outcomes of my program will allow students to have increased academic achievement, a completion of high school and college credits before even starting high school and college readiness so they can further their college journey.  In addition, exposure to college level work builds their confidence to succeed in college.
